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36-Hole Interclub Competition Rules

In the First Round of the 36-Hole Competition there shall be three Divisions consisting of
teams of 10 players from each of the seven Clubs eligible under these rules. Division 1 play for
the Otaki Cup, Division 2 play for the Waikanae Cup and Division 3 play for the Andy Shaw
Trophy.

A Club may have only one team in a Division.
All Interclub matches played in the 36-Hole Competition shall be played without handicaps.
The playing order for all competitions shall be 10 through 1.

The Host Club is responsible for the running of the competition on the day and must take steps
to regulate play. If necessary, the appointment of Marshals to ensure the flow of play should

be made, and the host club will have the authority to enforce the WGA speed of play policy. It is
the player’s responsibility to ensure they are playing the correct opponents.

FORMAT OF PLAY:

a) Ineach match in each Division and Group, 5 foursomes matches and 10 singles matches
shall be played. The foursomes will be played first

The First Round of the competition shall be a Round Robin format
In the Second round the Divisions will be in groups of four as follows:

Group 1:  will consist of the first four Teams in Division 1 and compete for the Duncan
Cup.

Group 2: will consist of the last three Teams from Division 1 plus the highest placed eligible
Team able to be promoted from Division 2 and compete for the President’s Salver and to
determine the right of entry into Division 1 for the next season.

Group 3: will consist of the four Teams placed second, third, fourth and fifth in Division 2
and compete for the Dudding Shield.

Group 4: will consist of the last two Teams in Division 2 plus the two highest placed Teams
eligible to be promoted from Division 3 and will compete for the Smith Rosebow! and the
right of entry into Division 2 for the next season.

In Group 1 the first qualifier will play the second qualifier and the third qualifier shall play
the fourth qualifier. The winner of (1 v 2) will proceed to the final. In the second Round the
winner of (3 v 4) plays the loser of (1 v 2) to determine the final match for the Duncan Cup.

In Group 2, teams placed 5 to 7 in the Otaki Cup and the promoted team (seeded as 8)
from the Waikanae Cup will play a knock-out format. The draw for round one will be, 5 v
8, 6 v 7. The two winners will meet to decide the Presidents Salver, the two losers meet in a
promotion / relegation match.

In the event of a tied Team Result in a Group 1 or 2 match, the match will be decided by
one player from each Team, selected by their Team Manager, competing in a sudden death
play-off. Play shall be from the first starting hole.

In Groups 3 to 4 each Team shall play each other Team in their Group and if the leading
Teams in each Group are tied on points at the completion of the matches the trophies will
be shared.

RESULTS: Results of each game will be entered as “1 up”, “2/1” etc. Game points shall be: 1
point for a win, % point for a draw and 0 points for a loss. A total of 15 points shall be awarded
for each match. Game results will not be posted until a completed card for handicapping and a
signed score card confirming the result has been returned to the Score Board.

ROUND 2 SEEDINGS IF TEAMS TIED. If at the completion of the First Round where Teams have
equal points, the right of entry into the Second Round shall be determined by the Team which
has:-

a) Scored the most match points (one (1) point for a team win, half (?) point for a team tie)

b) If still tied, the Team to be promoted shall be that Team that has scored the most points in
its match against the other Team.

c) If more than two Teams are involved, the Team to be promoted shall be that Team which
has scored the most games against the other Teams (disregarding halved games)

The draw for the years matches will be made by the Match Committee of the Wellington Golf
Association and the matches will be played on the programmed dates.

In the event bad weather that makes play impracticable; all matches may be postponed or
abandoned on a decision by the Host Club; if there are any members of the Wellington Golf
Association present they may contribute to that decision. If play is abandoned, that round will
be played on the Reserve Day. If play is postponed or abandoned then a new Team entry sheet
shall be called for.

PLAYER ELIGIBILITY. All players entered for this competition must comply with the following
criteria:

a) The player must be financial with full playing rights at the Club he is representing.

b)  The player must have a permanent address within the WGA jurisdiction and have resided
there for a minimum period of 4 weeks prior to competing in any Interclub match.

¢) Each Club may select one player only whose handicap is maintained outside the area of the
WGA jurisdiction. (Subject to prior WGA approval in writing)

d) If for the purposes of study or work a player resides outside the Wellington District but
whose “Home Club” is within the WGA jurisdiction that player may play in the Interclub
competition by making himself available in writing to the WGA that he wishes to be
considered for selection in Wellington representative teams

e)  Where the player has dual membership of 2 Clubs within the WGA jurisdiction, written
permission from his “Home Club” to play for another Club must be lodged with the
Wellington Golf Association 14 days prior to playing.

f)  If for any reason a player starts the season representing one club, and mid competition
wants to represent another club, there will be a one game stand down period. They will
need to follow the procedure as set in clause 22.

Re-grading of players:

a)  Movements of players from higher to lower Divisions should be kept to a minimum in any
one season

b) The Match Committee of the Wellington Golf Association has the right to re-grade a player,
if considered appropriate, on the request of his Club.

¢) Any player who wishes to play in a lower Division must apply through his Club for a re-
grading.

d) Where a player is seeking a re-grading a ‘stand-down’ period of one competition match
may be invoked unless both the teams for which the player had previously played and then
is subsequently selected for are playing on the same day.

e) To enable a re-grading to be considered the Club must provide the following information in
writing:

- The number of times the player has played in a particular Division
- The Team position he has played on each occasion
- The result of matches he has played

The 36-Hole Divisions and Groups shall be regarded as higher classes than the 18-Hole Divisions.

No player may play for more than one Interclub Team over a weekend except for Watt Cup /
Junior Pennants fixtures.

Teams in playing order, including reserves, must be notified in writing to the Host Club and the
Wellington Golf Association by 5.00pm on the Wednesday immediately preceding the
programmed date.

Where a player, consequent on being selected for a New Zealand, Provincial or District

event, was not available for inclusion in a Club’s team and subsequently becomes available
before commencement of play, he may be substituted for a player in the notified Team, provided
such substitution has the prior approval of the Match Committee of the Wellington Golf
Association.

In the event of withdrawals from Teams after the Host Club has been advised, the reserve shall
fill the position of the defaulting player in the foursomes match, in the singles match the reserve
shall either fill the position of the defaulting player or he shall play in the last position in the
playing order, with team members moving up a place where necessary

After commencement of play, reserves may not be substituted for players withdrawing during the
match. In the event of a player being forced to withdraw during the morning play, a reserve may
play in the afternoon match.

Once a reserve has commenced play he may not be replaced.

The Host Club will be responsible for the running of the competition on the day and must take
steps to regulate play. If necessary, the appointment of Marshals to ensure the flow of play
should be made, and the host club will have the authority to enforce the WGA Speed of Play
procedure.

In the event of any dispute arising on the day of play which requires a prompt decision, it shall
be decided by the Match Committee of the Host Club along with any Wellington Golf
Association delegate present.

Any player who has already , in that year, played Interclub for one Club or has been on the
Team List for a match in the competitions, wishing to transfer and play for another Club, shall
make application to the Wellington Golf Association for approval of transfer and will also obtain
written clearance from his original Club.

LATE STARTING: Players shall be ready to commence play at the time and in the order as
set down by the Host Club. In the event of a player not being ready the Starter shall direct
play to commence and in accordance with the note to Rule 6-3 in the Rules of Golf, provided

the player arrives at his starting point, ready to play, within 5 minutes after his start time, in the
absence of circumstances which warrant waiving the penalty of disqualification as provided in
Rule 33-7, the penalty for failure to start on time is loss of hole. Penalty for lateness beyond

5 minutes is Disqualification. The Starter may at his discretion delay the afternoon starting times
for individual matches.

It is the responsibility of the Host Club to complete a Result Sheet and forward a copy to the
General Manager of the Wellington Golf Association.

ADVICE: Each team may appoint one person who may give advice (including pointing out a
line for putting) to members of that team.

That person is to be made known to the opposing team prior to play commencing.

The use of motorised carts or cycle will only be permitted as a temporary measure, in special
circumstances, by a temporarily medically unfit player.

a.  Each case will be treated on its merits.
b.  Players must apply to the WGA for approval to use a motorised cart or cycle.

c.  The Player must produce a medical evidence confirming that use of a motorised cart or
cycle is necessary.

If agreed to by the WGA, final approval and the availability/use of a cart will need to be
approved by the Host Club.

PROMOTION - RELIGATION

a) The Second Round in the 36-Hole Competition will decide the Promotion-Relegation in
those Divisions.

b)  Promotion will not occur if a Club already has a Team in that Division.

¢) Inasituation through Relegation where one Club would have two Teams in a Division then
that Club’s Team will be a relegated Team in that Division.

d) Inasituation where Rule 27-b applies (a forced Relegation), then the highest finishing Team
that can be promoted (subject to Rule 27-a) will be promoted.

e) The Team finishing last in the Andy Shaw Trophy can be challenged by the highest placed
eligible Team (refer Rule 26 in the 18-Hole Competition) from the Schroder Trophy
Competition.

f)  If at the completion of the Second Round the Teams shall have equal points, the right of
entry into the First Round for the following year shall be determined by the rights, awarding
the right of entry to the Team which has:-

i.  Scored the most match points (one (1) point for a team win, half (?) point for a
team tie)

ii.  Ifstill tied, , the Team to be promoted shall be that Team which has scored the
most points in its match against the other Team.

iii. If more than two Teams are involved, the Team to be promoted shall be that
Team which has scored the most games against the other Teams (disregarding
halved games)

18-Hole Interclub Competition Rules

Divisions of the 18-Hole Interclub Competition consists of teams of ten players from
each of the six Clubs eligible under theses rules.

A Club may only have one team in each Division.

All Interclub Matches played in these Divisions shall be played without benefit of
handicaps.

The playing order for all competitions shall be 10 through 1.

Whilst it is the responsibility of the Host Club to ensure that the playing order is adhered
too, team players must ensure that they play in the correct order.

The competition shall be played on a “home” and ““away” basis in each Division as set
down in the draw prepared by the Wellington Golf Association.

The Host Club shall be responsible for advising their opponents of the arranged start
times, no later than the Wednesday evening prior to the date of the match. The names
and playing order of the teams may be exchanged on the day or earlier

Results of each game will be entered as “1 up”, “2/1” etc. Game points shall be: 1
point for a win, 1/2 point for a draw and 0 points for a loss. In addition to each singles
game, each pairing shall play shall play their opposing pairing in a team ball competition.

For each match a total of 15 points will be awarded. The winner of the Division shall be
the Team with the most points, Teams having equal points shall be joint winners.

All matches will be of 18 holes, and played on the programmed dates, unless the Host
Club deems the course unplayable.

If any match is abandoned in accordance with 10 above, it shall be played as soon as
practicable by mutual agreement between the Clubs concerned, but no later than the
date fixed for the for playing the last round, providing that where the last round is
abandoned it shall be played on a date to be fixed by the Wellington Golf Association.

PLAYERS ELIGIBILITY: All players entered for this competition must comply with the
following criteria:

e “Home Club” (where the player’s handicap is held) must be within the WGA
jurisdiction.

e The player must reside within the WGA jurisdiction unless dispensation is given by
the WGA Match Committee.

e The player must be financial, with full playing rights at the Club he is representing.

= Where a player has dual membership, written permission from his ““Home Club” to
play for another must be lodged with the WGA 14 days prior to playing.

Movement of players from higher to lower Divisions should be kept to a minimum

The 36-Hole Divisions and Groups shall be regarded as higher classes than the 18-Hole
Divisions.

No player may play for more than one Interclub Team in the same numbered round,
whether played on the programmed date or other approved date.

The Host Club shall be responsible for the running of the competition on the day and
must take steps to regulate play. If necessary, the appointment of Marshals to ensure the
flow of play should be made.

In the event of withdrawals from a Team after the Host Club has been advised, the
substitute shall fill the position of the defaulting player or shall play at number 10 in the
playing order.

After the commencement of play, substitutes may not take the place of a player
withdrawing during the match. Once a substitute has commenced play he may not be
replaced.

In the event of a dispute arising on the day of a match, it shall be decided by the Match
Committee of the Host Club plus any WGA Executive Member present.

Any player who has already represented a Club or has been on a Team List for a match

in the competitions, wishes to transfer and play for another Club, shall make application
to the Wellington Golf Association for approval along with a written clearance from the
original Club.

LATE STARTING: Players shall be ready to commence play at the time and in the order
as set down by the Host Club. In the event of a player not being ready the Starter

shall direct play to commence and in accordance with the note to Rule 6-3 in the Rules
of Golf, provided the player arrives at his starting point, ready to play, within 5 minutes
after his start time, in the absence of circumstances which warrant waiving the penalty
of disqualification as provided in Rule 33-7, the penalty for failure to start on time is loss
of hole. Failure to join play on the second hole in the correct sequence automatically
invokes disqualification. Team Ball Competition: A player who was late on the tee may
join the team ball matches at any stage between holes but not during the play of a
hole.

It is the responsibility of the Host Club to complete a Result Sheet and forward it to
the General Manager of the Wellington Golf Association no later than 7/00pm on the
Monday following the date of play.

ADVICE: Rules of Golf 8/1, note

Team to nominate person on the day of play prior to play commencing, that person to
be made known to opposing team.

The use of motorised carts or cycle will only be permitted as a temporary measure, in
special circumstances, by a temporarily medically unfit player.
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Each case will be treated on its merits.

Players must apply to the Host Club, when his team is first advised to the Host Club, for
approval to use a motorised cart or cycle.

Player must produce medical evidence that use of a motorised cart of cycle is necessary.

If agree to by the Host Club, the motorised cart or cycle may only be used by the
approved player,

Promotion ~ Relegation in all 18 Hole Divisions will be automatic for the highest placed
team eligible except for Division 1

In Division 1, the highest placed team that is eligible (but not less than third) to be
promoted and wishes play in the higher Division, will play one match against the
bottom placed team from the Andy Shaw Trophy, for the right to play in the Andy Shaw
Trophy Competition in the following year.

In the event of a tie the result shall be determined by the total of the tied team wins.
Should a tie still prevail then the decision shall be determined by the Match Committee
of the Wellington Golf Association.

In a situation through relegation where one Club would have two teams in a Division
then that Club’s team will be the relegated team. In the last Division the Club’s right of
entry to the next year’s competition will be limited to one team.

In a situation where Rule 26 applies (a forced relegation), then the highest finishing team
that can be promoted (subject to Rule 28) will be promoted.

A team will not be eligible for promotion if that team’s Club already has a team in that
Division.

If at the completion of the Second Round where Teams have equal points, the right of
entry into the First Round for the following year shall be determined by the Team which
has:-

a. Won the most Team Matches

b. If the match result still be equal, the Team to be promoted shall be that Team which
has scored the most points in its match against the other Team.

c. If more than two Teams are involved, the Team to be promoted shall be that Team
which has scored the most games against the other Teams (disregarding halved
games)

Dress At Association Events

DRESS IN THE CLUBHOUSE

At all Association events the following dress standard should apply in the clubhouse after the first
players have completed the day’s event, for both players and supporters. Persons not attired to
the satisfaction of the Host Club Committee may be requested to leave the lounge.

Jackets:  Preferably Club type should be worn.
(Windbreaker type jackets do NOT meet this criteria.)

Shirts/Jumpers: A shirt and tie is desirable, although an open-necked shirt or high-necked jumper
will suffice. (Sweat-shirts do NOT meet this criteria.)

Trousers: Either long trousers, or if desired dress shorts with knee-length hose.
(Sports shorts, denim jeans, do NOT meet this criteria.)

Shoes:  Either town shoes or town boots.
(Jandals, sand-shoes, jogging and running shoes do NOT meet this criteria.)

The Host Club will be responsible for ensuring that these Dress Regulations are met, and will
have the assistance of the Association Delegate in administering them. Clubs requiring a higher
standard of dress should advise visiting Clubs or players of any additional requirements.

DRESS ON THE COURSE (Players and Caddies)

At all Association events players and caddies must meet the dress requirements of the Host Club.

Trousers: Either long or, if desired, dress shorts with knee-length hose.
(Sports shorts, jeans, or short socks do NOT meet this criteria.)

Players’ Responsibilities

Players selected for representative teams are advised that this honour brings with it a number of
responsibilities.

IN GENERAL:

Players must attend all official coaching sessions organised by the Association, unless
specifically exempt by the Convenor of Selectors or of Coaching.

AT REPRESENTATIVE FIXTURES:

The Team Manager is in charge of players both on and off the course. Please assist him
with your full co-operation at all times.

The team coach is in charge of all practice sessions.

Players are to be tidily dressed while playing practice rounds.
(Sloppy shirts, or jeans, or shorts without socks are NOT acceptable.)

Players are responsible for any uniform or clothing issued by the Association. It is to be
tidily worn, and maintained, and is to be returned promptly after each match. Full
replacement is required for any losses.

Players are responsible for any equipment issued by the Association. It is to be treated
with care. Any damage sustained while in the care of the players is to be made good at
cost to the player.

Players are required to behave in a responsible manner, both on and off the course.
(Throwing clubs, or using offensive language on the course, is NOT acceptable.
Consuming alcohol during any representative match is prohibited.)

Attendance at Tournament Dinners and after-match Prizegiving is required of all
representative players. (If under 18 years of age, alcohol consumption is NOT
permitted.)

Team members are prohibited from driving motor vehicles to, from, or at representative
events when away from Wellington, except as specifically arranged by the Team
Manager for team transport purposes.

If billeted, players are not permitted to use vehicles owned by their host family.

All players must comply with the requirement of the NZ Golf Association’s Drugs Policy.
Any player in doubt regarding any medication should seek advice from his Team
Manager immediately.

INSURANCE

The Association will not be responsible or incur any liability for damage or loss in respect of
players’ personal property, including golf clubs and equipment, or for personal injury or sickness,
at any time.

WELLINGTON GOLF -
INTERCLUB SPEED OF PLAY

Slow play is a concern, to players and administrators, but more importantly to the
Clubs that are hosting Interclub. In 2009 the WGA have introduced a new policy which
empowers the host clubs to take more responsibility for both the movement of the field
and also penalties that may follow.

General Information

Slow play is a worldwide issue in the game, and there is much literature than can be
found on the internet to provide solutions. It is perhaps fair to suggest that we blame
the players, but slow play can be broken down and categorised in five areas:

Management Policies

Research supports that anything less than 10 minute starting times will create an issue
if not monitored. It is better to stagger start rather than get players on the course as
soon as possible, therefore this should be considered. It is our recommendation that
club’s expand their intervals to 8-9 minutes.

It is possible to post an expected time for groups to take in playing 18 holes, and they
should be monitored and encouraged to speed up if they have fallen out of position.
The WGA can prepare a speed of play timing sheet to assist. These will be processed
on request.

Player Behaviour

There are players in the WGA Interclub competition that play at a speed that is less
than satisfactory. To date there has been little action to correct this practice, however
the new policy provides a procedure from firstly identifying individuals, allowable time
frames and then the actions that follow. Whilst some members will be reluctant to be
firm with verbal warnings and then penalties, it is a Rule of Golf to play without undue
delay, and Rule 6-7 covers the penalties that apply.

Host Clubs need to identify a person or persons to monitor the speed of play on
Interclub days, and they should be prepared to act according to the speed of play
conditions. They are empowered to penalise players that have breached the guidelines.

Player Ability
Not necessary an issue in WGA Interclub.

Course maintenance
Long rough and fast greens will add time to a round of golf. This should be considered
in assessing what would be a fair time for a group to complete the course in.

Course design
Long walks from green to tee, the number of bunkers and their depth, hazards and
trouble on the right side, all add to course difficulty.
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2009 WELLINGTON INTERCLUB

Wellington Golf doesn’t have the manpower to take the responsibility of monitoring
and enforcing the speed of play at Interclub events. However, we need to take a
proactive position and set out the guidelines and procedures that host clubs then
adopt. These include:

An updated slow play policy, including penalties
A request to Club’s for starting tee times and intervals that follow
The procedure for monitoring, addressing and then penalising players

SLOW PLAY POLICY

The new policy has been developed and approved at the half yearly meeting last year.

STARTING TIMES

Where appropriate (3 tee start in the 36 hole competition) starting times should be
staggered. An example is Paraparaumu where starting at the same time from the 1%,
10" and 13™ does not quite work, as the early players off the 10™ catch up to the last
players off the 13™. In this case the play from the 13" tee should start 10-15 minutes
before that from the 1t and 10" holes.

Singles play in 36 hole golf should be 4 hours after the morning starting time. This
should be easily achieved if there are no other players on the course other than the 60
playing foursomes, and in most cases lead to a fair break for lunch.

Wellington Golf, on request, could provide timing sheets to clubs, but it must be
understood that these are only effective if monitored from very early in the day.

MONITORING, ADDRESSING & PENALISING PLAYERS

Our recommendation is that host Clubs identify one or two officials to monitor the
speed of play. They can be equipped with a timing sheet, speak to any groups out of
position, time players if necessary, and penalise.

The clause drafted in the Speed of Play policy reads:

Officials of the Day

The host Club must identify who their officials are before play commences. These
officials will be empowered to monitor and address any pace of play issues, and apply
penalties if breaches occur.

Officials may also include referees as appointed by the Wellington Golf Referees
Association who are on duty during the day.

Interclub & Tournament
Slow Play Policy

Players are expected to play without delay and with consideration for others. It is

a group’s responsibility to keep up with the group in front. The pace of the leading
group should be as identified by the Committee, or the host club’s standard time par
calculation.

Definition of Out of Position

If at any time during the round a group’s cumulative time exceeds the time allowed for
the number of holes played.

Any following group will be considered “out of position™ if it is more than the starting
interval behind the group in front and has exceeded the time allowed for the number
of holes played.

Procedure when a group is out of position
It is the duty of host clubs to monitor the pace of play. At some venues rules
officials will assist with this function.

When a group is found to be out of position, officials will determine whether there
have been any mitigating circumstances.

The maximum time allocated per shot is 30 seconds, and bad times will be
assessed on a total of time taken to play a hole relative to the number of strokes
played. Therefore when taking 3 shots to complete a hole players are allowed 90
seconds, 4 shots— 120 seconds, 5 shots — 150 seconds, etc.

A 10 second “grace period” is added to the total time allowed.

The timing starts when a player has had sufficient time to reach his ball, has
selected his club, and is able to play without distraction.

Players are in breach when their total time per hole exceeds the above guideline.
The following procedure will be adopted when a group is out of position.

Groups are requested to make an effort and get back on time, or regain their
position relative to the group in front.

If still out of position an official will advise the group that all players are now
being timed. The procedure for a bad time is the following:

Match Play

1st bad time — The player is advised and warned

2" bad time - Loss of hole for the player concerned
3" bad time - Disqualification

Stroke Play

1t bad time — The player is advised and warned
2n bad time — 1 stroke penalty

3 bad time — 2 stroke penalty

4t pbad time — Disqualification
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In any Interclub season any player receiving 3 bad times, accumulative over the
matches played, will be suspended for one Interclub match, at which time the player
will return with a clean slate.

A player disqualified due to three bad times on the same day, will be suspended for one
Interclub match.

If a player for the second time in the season reaches 3 bad times, they will be
suspended for the rest of the season.
Officials of the Day

The host Club must identify who their officials are before play commences. These
officials will be empowered to monitor and address any pace of play issues, and apply
penalties if breaches occur.

Officials may also include referees as appointed by the Wellington Golf Referees
Association who are on duty during the day.

Disciplinary Sub-Committee

ROLE OF THE SUB-COMMITTEE

The Disciplinary Sub-Committee shall deal with matters involving conduct on or off the Golf
Course which is considered unbecoming, or activities which will bring the game into disrepute.
It will not deal with matters of dispute except where there is a serious intentional breach of rules
that may result in disqualification. Any contravention of the NZGA Sports Drug Policy shall be
referred to the NZGA.

MEMBERSHIP OF THE SUB-COMMITTEE

The Disciplinary Sub-Committee shall be appointed by the Management Committee and will
consist of the Vice-President, the Match Convenor, and one other Member of the Management
Committee appointed by the President. In the event of unavailability of any of the above parties
the Sub-Committee has power to co-opt from the Management Committee the number of
members required to ensure a Sub-Committee of three.

DUTIES OF THE SUB-COMMITTEE

a) To receive any oral or written complaint against any individual or members of a team for
all events under the control of the Wellington Golf Association and shall include
Interclub, District, Inter Provincial or National events.

b) To confirm whether or not the complaint lies within the jurisdiction of the Disciplinary
Sub-Committee, and, if not, to refer it to the appropriate authority.

c) To investigate any complaint falling within its jurisdiction.

d) To consult as it considers necessary with the NZGA and the other District Associations.

e) To inform the allege offender of the complaint and such other persons who can give
relevant evidence, the nature of the complaint and to set a time and date for any
hearing.

f) To rule on the complaint and either dismiss the complaint or impose an appropriate
penalty.

9) To inform the alleged offender the Disciplinary Sub-Committee’s decision orally, within

forty eight (48) hours, with confirmation in writing within five (5) working days.

THE COMPLAINT
Any action or incident should, where practicable, be reported by the Tournament Controller or
the Wellington Golf Association Representative of the day, and the report should include:
« alleged offender’s name, Club and/or team;
* date, time, and nature of the alleged offence;
* reported by/to;
= names of witnesses,
then be sent to the Wellington Golf Association as soon as is reasonably practicable.
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PROCEDURE

1. The procedure to be followed will be outlined by the Convenor of the Sub-Committee,
and the alleged offender shall be given the opportunity to be present at the hearing, and
be given the right to be heard.

2. The alleged offender will be advised of the contents of the complaint.
3. Submissions may be made orally or in writing by the alleged offender or by any witness.
4. The Disciplinary Sub-Committee alone will consider the complaint and determine

whether or not the complaint is justified and if so take appropriate action.

5. No decision made by the Disciplinary Sub-Committee shall be annulled by the Appeal
Sub-Committee by reason of any technicality in proceedings, provided the Appeal Sub-
Committee is satisfied there has been no miscarriage of justice.

6. Only information presented at the hearing shall be accepted and considered. Hearsay
evidence may be accepted.

RULINGS OF THE DISCIPLINARY SUB-COMMITTEE

Any Ruling of the Disciplinary Sub-Committee shall be binding on the Wellington Golf
Association and its Member Clubs and the individuals involved from the date of receipt of the
ruling.

The Disciplinary Sub-Committee Rulings shall be advised to the NZGA where a penalty is
imposed, and shall have effect throughout the jurisdiction of the NZGA, all other District
Associations, and their Member Clubs, from the date of their receipt of the advice.

The Wellington Golf Association and its Member Clubs will observe the terms of the Rulings
taken under the Disciplinary Procedures of the NZGA and the other District Associations, from
the date of receipt of the Ruling.

APPEAL SUB-COMMITTEE

1. The Appeal Sub-Committee shall be appointed by the Management Committee of the
Association and shall consist of the President and one other Member of the
Management Committee, but shall not include any member of the Disciplinary Sub-
Committee that heard and determined the complaint. In the event of the unavailability
of any of the above parties the Sub-Committee has power to co-opt from the
Management Committee the number of members to ensure a Sub-Committee of two.

2. Any appeal may be made, in writing, by the alleged offender within fourteen (14) days
of receipt of the written notice of the Disciplinary Sub-Committee’s decision.

3. The Appeal Sub-Committee shall:
a) Set atime, date and venue for the hearing.
b) Review submissions made - if any - either orally or in writing.
c) Either uphold, set aside, or modify the Disciplinary Sub-Committee’s decision.
d) Notify the decision t all parties.
The decision of the Appeal Sub-Committee shall be final.
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LEGAL REPRESENTATION

No participant in either a Disciplinary Sub-Committee hearing or an Appeal hearing shall be
entitled to be represented by legal counsel, provided that the Sub-Committee may seek and
receive such legal advice as it may require.

STATUS OF THE SUB-COMMITTEES

The Disciplinary Sub-Committee and the Appeal Sub-Committee are autonomous and their
decisions shall be binding and not subject to alteration by the Management Committee or a
General Meeting of the Association.

Judgeford Shield Foursome

RULES

1. The Competition is a Teams Event for all Clubs entered in the 18-Hole Interclub
Competitions. Players are to be selected from the 18-Hole Interclub teams.

2. The Competition is to be contested as a 2 x 18-holes team event, played over one day.

3. Teams to consist of 5 pairs (Club’s own selection) off ° combined handicap.

4. The best four (4) nett scores from each team to count for scoring. Scores from the first
round to be carried forward, with the team having the lowest two (2) round total being
the winner.

5. In the event of two or more teams having equal points, they will be declared joint
winners.

6. Alternate tees to be used for the afternoon round, i.e. players who teed off the odd

numbered holes during the morning round would tee off the even numbered holes in
the afternoon, and vice versa.

7. Teams to be advised to the Host Club.

8. The entry fee shall be such sum as may be set from time to time by the Management
Committee of the Wellington Golf Association.
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Draws For Match Play Competition

COLD DRAW

When the number of entries is not a whole power of 2 (i.e. 4, 8, 16, 32, 64, etc.), a number of
first-round BYEs are necessary. Subtract the number of actual entries from the nearest power of
2 above the number of entries, to determine the number of BYEs. For example:

a) 28 entries - subtract from 32, indicates 4 first-round BYEs.
b) 33 entries - subtract from 64, indicates 31 first-round BYEs.

All names (or numbers representing names) are put in a hat, and the requisite number of BYEs
are drawn out singly, and then placed in pairs directly into the second round of the draws,
alternately at the top then the bottom. i.e. the first two names go together at the top of the
draw in the first two second-round slots, then the next two names together at the bottom of
the draw in the last two second-round slots, and so on until the requisite number of BYEs have
been drawn. These names can then be recorded back into the appropriate spaces at the top and
bottom of the first round of the draw as the first-round BYEs.

If there is to be an odd number of BYEs, then the last BYE drawn is bracketed to play against the
winner of either the first or the last of the remaining first-round matches when drawn.

Having drawn all the BYEs, the remaining names are then drawn and placed in pairs in the first
round, in the order drawn, filling the middle of the draw.

AUTOMATIC (SEEDED) DRAW

When a stroke play qualifying round is used to determine the qualifiers for the ensuing match
play, the automatic draw is used, based on the qualifying position of each qualifier. i.e. the
leading qualifier is numbered 1 the draw, the second qualifier is numbered 2, and so on.

The following table gives the automatically seeded draw for up to 64 qualifiers. Use the first
column for 33 - 64 qualifiers, the second column for 17 - 32 qualifiers, and so on. If BYEs are
required these will fall out automatically, in favour of the highest seeded players (who otherwise
play the lowest seeded players first).

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Referees & Rules Officials Duties

With the increase in tournaments and interclub competitions the requirement for qualified
Referees or Rules Officials to officiate at these events has increased accordingly. These are
usually members of the Wellington Golf Referees Association.

Most players know why Referees or Rules Officials are in attendance and what is expected of
them and understand that their presence and objective is to assist all participants by ensuring that
the game is played fairly according to the Rules of Golf.

The duties of a Referee or a Rules Official depend on whether the event is match play or stroke
play. The following might assist that understanding.

A REFEREE

A Referee is appointed by the Committee (organising body) to accompany a group or a match to
decide questions of fact and to apply the Rules. He will stay with the same players for the whole
round. He must act on any breach of a Rule that he observes or is reported to him. Whenever
possible he will prevent a player incurring a penalty and where a breach of a Rule cannot be
prevented he will make sure the player is aware of the breach and the relevant penalty.

A RULES OFFICIAL

A Rules Official may be stationed in a position where he can observe the play over several holes,
or one problem area, or may accompany two or three groups around the course. He is not
accompanying a designated match or group throughout the stipulated round so he is NOT a
Referee.

A Rules Official should watch players from a distance so that he can observe any breaches of the
Rules and be available if the players require him to decide questions of fact or give information
on the Rules. The point at which he should intervene will depend on whether the competition is
match play or stroke play.

Rules Official in Match Play

It is the player’s responsibility to know the Rules of Golf. In general, the player and opponent
should be able to sort out any problems between themselves, bearing in mind that a Rules
Official, if available, is there to help them. However, there are three situations when a Rules
Official should intervene. These are:

1. When the Rules Official believes a player was not in a position to see a breach by his
opponent, he should advise the player and only the player. The player then has three
choices:

a) Immediately call the penalty on his opponent;
b) Totally ignore the breach of the Rule (which he is entitled to do); or

c) Inform the opponent of his breach after they have teed off on the next hole (when
it is too late to make a claim).
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2. When the Rules Official has reason to believe that Rule 1-3 “Agreement to Waive the
Rules” is being infringed.

3. When there is a case of “Undue Delay”” under Rule 6-7. e.g. If a search for a ball
exceeds the five minutes allowed, the Rules Official must intervene.

Rules Official in Stroke Play

If a Rules Official cannot prevent a player incurring a penalty, he is required to make sure the
player is aware of the breach and the penalty, bearing in mind the player is playing against the
field and the field must be protected.

General

At WGA events, it is usually the job of Club officials and team managers to monitor the pace of
play, not the Rules Officials. At other events, the Rules Official should make sure he knows what
is expected of him regarding pace of play before he starts his duty.

A Rules Official is there to help the players. If he has to intervene without being asked he should
approach the players in a friendly manner and not start the encounter in an accusative manner.

WBS MARQUIS SHIELD INTERCLUB RULES

The WBS Marquis Shield shall be an annual competition between Clubs affiliated to the
Wairarapa Golf.

A combination of Clubs to form one team to play in the competition may be authorized by the
Committee of Wairarapa Golf.

The competition shall be such that each team plays each other team, on such a course and at
such times as decided by the Committee of Wairarapa Golf. The Club on whose course the
matches are played shall be designated the Host Club.

Each team match will consist of twelve singles matches, played on Handicap Index, with each
team consisting of four Seniors, four Intermediates and four Juniors. Handicap Index groups will
be:

Seniors Up to 12.0 inclusive
Intermediates 10 - 18 inclusive
Juniors 16 - 24 inclusive

12, 18 and 24 is the Maximum Index allowed for each group. However, a higher index player
may play off the maximum index allowed in any group to make up a team.

For the purpose only of determining the team groupings the players handicap index as at 5pm on
the day the teams are required to be in the hands of the Secretary will be used.

The playing order for the competition shall be 12 through 1, and this shall apply irrespective of
any indication to the contrary which may appear in a newspaper.

While all reasonable care shall be taken by the Host Club to ensure that the draw is adhered
to, it shall be the ultimate responsibility of players to ensure that they are playing the correct
opponents.

On the completion of play scorecards are to be returned to the scorer or recorder on the day.
Failure to do so will result in one team point deducted from the overall team total for each
individual breach of this requirement. Points for each team match shall be awarded on the

basis of 1 point for each game won, and half a point for each game halved. In the event of the
withdrawal by any Club, a total of seven points shall be awarded to the winning team in the WBS
Marquis Shield, and 2 points in each division for the other Trophies. If teams are tied on points at
the end of the series, the WBS Marquis Shield shall be shared by the tied teams.

The draw for the ensuing year’s matches will be made by the Match Committee of Wairarapa
Golf and forwarded to all competing Clubs not later than 31 August of each year.

Entries from competing Clubs must be received by the Secretary of Wairarapa Golf no later than
the 31 July before the competition.

Teams in playing order with the Handicap Index of each player shall be in the hands of the
Secretary, Wairarapa Golf, by 5.00 pm. on the Thursday prior to the date set down for play.

The Secretary shall advise the host club of the draw and the teams no later than 5.00 pm. on the
Friday prior to the match. Teams not advised to the Secretary will be penalised (deducted) two
WBS Marquis Shield points.

Should the Host Club deem its course unplayable, the matches may be played on another course
and/or at another time to be decided by the Match Committee of Wairarapa Golf.

Any player not present at his starting time may be replaced by an emergency player or may
catch his opponent and forfeit the number of holes played. A hole shall be deemed to be
forfeited when the opponent that is playing has commenced to play the hole.

In the event of withdrawals after the Host Club has been advised, an emergency player shall fill
the position of the defaulting player in the relative Handicap Index group. No other player may
move either up or down the playing order.

The following competitions shall be played in conjunction with the WBS Marquis Shield matches
— results to be calculated on the basis of individual games won:

Workman Cup Senior Matchplay “Off the Stick”
Intermediate Cup Intermediate Matchplay “Off the Stick”
Sutherland Trophy Junior Matchplay “On Handicap™

No other competitions, apart from holes in two, may be run on WBS Marquis Shield days.

In the event of any dispute arising on the day requiring prompt decision, it shall be decided on
the day by the members of the Match Committee of the Wairarapa Golf present. Such decision
shall be final.
